2024-25 – 180) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chair), Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr Jan Lawson, Cllr. Brian Thackray and Cllr. Iain McCullen. 
(2024-25 – 181) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.
(2024-25 – 182) No Apologies were received. 
(2024-25 – 183) No Declarations of Interest were received and so no dispensations were required. 
(2024-25 – 184) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on 30th January 2025 having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.

Report from NYC:
(2024-25 – 185) It was noted that no NYC report had been forwarded from Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-lister.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2024-25 – 186) Email request from Galphay resident for permission to complete detectoring on Galphay village green – 
Having listened to the residents submissions prior to the meeting, it was Resolved to grant permission with the following conditions:
