(2023-24 – 037) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.

(2023-24 – 039) A Declaration of Interest was received from Cllr. Brian Thackray in respect of Item 11.2 and dispensation put in place. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2023-24 – 040) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 25th May 2023 including the Annual Parish Meeting and the 4 Village Meetings together with minutes from the extraordinary meeting held on 7th June 2023, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, are agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.
 
(2023-24 – 041) Report from NYC A written report had been forwarded by Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister for the Chair to read out. This included the following areas: Transport update, rural broadband following the public meeting in Masham, NYC development plan, Parish Charter, youth councils & NHS dentist. It was Resolved to accept the report and for the Clerk to circulate to Councillors.

(2023-24 – 042) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided a detailed account of the public Broadband meeting held on 19th July 2023 at Masham Town Hall. Other issues worked on during the period were included on the agenda.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2023-24 – 043) Email from Highways advising of planned road closure – It was Resolved that Councillors would note the closure for 9 hours on 7th September 2023.

(2023-24 – 044) Email from Rainton with Newby PC regarding section 106 money (commuted sums) - It was Resolved that Councillors would note this matter.

(2023-24 – 045) Email from Dales to Rivers Network regarding work on rivers and tributaries - It was Resolved that Councillors would note this item and had no current issues to report, a link will be placed on the website.





Matters requested by Councillors:
 
(2023-24 – 046) Galphay drainage gulley’s blocked – it was Resolved that the Clerk had reported this issue via the Highways portal and a reference number obtained.

(2023-24 – 047) Galphay streetlight not working - it was Resolved that the Clerk had reported this issue via the Highways portal and a reference number obtained.

(2023-24 – 048) Galphay, new recycling bins not issued – a response from NYC stated no timescale could be given at this stage but they are being replaced on a rolling programme which is dependant on new bins being received by NYC. As an interim black boxes can be replaced with new style blue bags and collected free of charge by residents at Mashamshire Community Office, Masham or Community House, Ripon. It was Resolved for Councillors to note and convey to residents.

(2023-24 – 049) NYC Local Transport Plan – It was Resolved for Cllr. Miller to complete on behalf of the Parish Council.

(2023-24 – 050) AONB update – Cllr. Miller provided an update from the JAC meeting held on 13th June 2023.

(2023-24 – 051) Verge cutting Mickley village – The Clerk advised that this matter had been brought to the attention of the contractor, who apologised for the oversight and would ensure all verges in the village were completed. It was Resolved to keep a check that future cuts took place.

(2023-24 – 052) NYC website difficult to negotiate – Following discussion it was Resolved that individuals having difficulty should report the issue directly to NYC.

Ongoing issues:

(2023-24 – 053) Blocked drains in Mickley – The Clerk advised that the last update from Highways stated a camera survey was to be completed in order to identify work required. This matter has been expedited however no further update has been received. It was Resolved that the Clerk would make further enquiries.

(2023-24 – 054) Speed restriction signs in Winksley – It was Resolved that the Clerk would send the residents letters to Highways.

(2023-24 – 055) Tree Survey work – The Clerk reported that only one quotation had been received and he is expecting another by the end of the week. It was Resolved for the Clerk to circulate both quotations once the remaining one had been received.

(2023-24 – 056) Storage solution for Azerley Councils paperwork – it was Resolved that no further progress had been made on this issue.
(2023-24 – 057) Corporate email addresses – Cllr. Lawson informed the meeting of options and costs.
