[bookmark: _Hlk488680998]Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 
Thursday 28th November 2024 at 7.30pm and Thursday 5th December 2024 at Mickley Church Hall

Thursday 28th November 2024 

[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2024-25 – 107) Present were Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Sheila Miller, and Cllr. Brian Thackray. 
(2024-25 – 108) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.
(2024-25 – 109) Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr. Neal Topham and Cllr. Pat Harling. Cllr. Robert Weatherhead was absent.
(2024-25 – 110) It was Resolved to postpone the meeting as the Clerk advised that the meeting may not be quorate.

Thursday 5th December 2024 

(2024-25 – 111) Present were Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, and Cllr. Brian Thackray. 
(2024-25 – 112) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.
(2024-25 – 113) Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Neal Topham. NYC Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-Lister sent her apologies.
(2024-25 – 114) No Declarations of Interest were received and so no dispensations were required. 
(2024-25 – 115) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 26th September 2024, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.
(2024-25 – 116) Councillor vacancy – the Clerk reported that no enquiries had been received about the position and it was Resolved to keep posters for the vacancy live without an end date.

Report from NYC:
(2024-25 – 117) Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-Lister provided a written report which had been circulated and included the following items: Highways, Youth Council, Community Partnership, Long Course weekend, Boundary Commission, connectivity, locality budget, garden waste, primary school admissions and funding.
(2024-25 – 118) The Clerk presented a report which covered parking in Galphay, Highways changes to reporting issues, the press release for Winksley Village Green and some detailed points on agenda items 8.1, 8.2 and 10.4.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2024-25 – 119) Email from Hugo Fox re gov.uk domain and email service and costs. It was Resolved that the benefits did not outweigh the costs. It was suggested that the Clerk could investigate a new Parish Council email to alleviate issues with the yahoo address.
(2024-25 – 120) Email contact from resident of Back Lane, Galphay re flooding of road during wet weather. The Clerk reported that this matter had been passed to Highways who had Resolved the problem.
(2024-25 – 121) Email from Rural EV Charging re suitable location for charging points and cost benefits. It was Resolved that no suitable parking areas exit within the Parish boundary.
(2024-25 – 122) Email from Hinckley & Rugby Building Society advising of an interest account specifically for parish councils. It was Resolved for the Clerk to investigate this account with a view to placing a proportion of reserve funds in order to acquire interest.

Matters requested by Councillors:
(2024-25 – 123) Maintenance of Village Assets – The Clerk advised that notice boards within the Parish required some maintenance. It was Resolved for the Clerk to inspect and obtain quotations for work.
(2024-25 – 124) Galphay defibrillator – The Clerk informed the meeting that a temporary guardian was required to register with the Circuit and carry out regular checks on the defibrillator until a new councillor is appointed. It was Resolved that Cllr. Miller would complete this role on a temporary basis.

Ongoing issues:
(2024-25 – 125) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – It was Resolved for the Clerk to ask Highways for an update.
(2024-25 – 126) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley – This matter is on Highways programmed work, it was Resolved to monitor.
(2024-25 – 127) Mickley drainage works - This matter is on Highways programmed work, it was Resolved to monitor.
(2024-25 – 128) Commuted sums – Cllr. Miller advised that the information in terms of some site ID numbers provided by NYC was incorrect. In order to rectify this a meeting with a representative from NYC helped to clarify the details and these will be checked for accuracy. It was Resolved to provide the new details for January’s meeting.
(2024-25 – 129) Galphay flagpole – The Clerk advised that Farm & Land Services were willing to maintain the flagpole, it was Resolved that Cllr. Weatherhead would contact the company to explain how the pole is lowered.
(2024-25 – 130) Road sweeping Mickley – The Clerk has raised this matter with Highways and is awaiting a response. It was Resolved for the Clerk to expedite a response.
(2024-25 – 131) Verge tree pruning Mickley – The Clerk advised that this matter had been reported to Highways who referred it to Parks Department as their responsibility. Parks have stated they only work on roadside trees if they are impeding the highway or are in a dangerous condition. It was Resolved for Mickley Councillors to inform the Clerk if any of the trees would meet these criteria.
(2024-25 – 132) Nidderdale National Landscape – Cllr.Miller provided a brief update which was Noted.
