[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2024-25 – 073) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chair),Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, and Cllr. Brian Thackray. 
(2024-25 – 073) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk, Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-Lister NYC and one member of the public.
(2024-25 – 074) Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr. Jan Lawson.
(2024-25 – 075) No Declarations of Interest were received and so no dispensations were required. 
(2024-25 – 076) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 25th July 2024, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.
(2024-25 – 077) Councillor vacancy – it was Resolved that the necessary notice advising of the vacancy be displayed until 14th October 2024. The electoral office would inform the Clerk if sufficient response is received to call an election.

Report from NYC:
(2024-25 – 078) Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-Lister attended the meeting and  provided a report covering the following NYC matters: Highways issues  and arranging a meeting with PC clerks, annual canvas of electors, Community Partnership (Ripon), connectivity, Boundary Commission review, Destination Management Plan, Locality budget, LCW and Himalayan Balsam. Links for Yorkshire Dales Rivers Trust, Rural funding and lets talk food were provided. It was Resolved to place the report on the Parish Councils website and to sign post feedback from the LCW to Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister prior to end of October.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2024-25 – 079) Open Spaces Society email – It was Resolved to agree to the OSS publicising the change from common land to village green and to provide a suitable photo of the area.
(2024-25 – 080) Traffic issues on narrow lanes in Galphay – this matter had been raised via Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister who had requested highways to investigate what options were available.
(2024-25 – 081) Request to support application to Highways by residents in respect of parking blocking access to properties – Clerk to contact Highways to support the application on behalf of PC.
(2024-25 – 082) Winksley phone box removal – it was Resolved to confirm to BT that the phone box could be removed.
(2024-25 – 083) NYC request for information on CIL spend – it was Resolved that the Clerk had provided the necessary information.
(2024-25 – 084) NYC changes to footpath in Azerley – it was Resolved for no concerns or objections to be raised.
(2024-25 – 085) Request from CAB for annual donation – it was Resolved for a donation of £100 to be made.

Matters requested by Councillors:

(2024-25 – 086) Blocked drains in Mickley by village Hall – Cllr. Harling reported that this matter had been Resolved and work completed.
(2024-25 – 087) Himalayan Balsam – It was Resolved to report locations to the Yorkshire Dales Rivers Trust who may be able to assist with clearance of this invasive species.
(2024-25 – 088) Gulley drain adjacent to GVI – Cllr. Weatherhead was advised that responsibility lies with the landowners and as currently no problems had presented it was Resolved to take no action.
(2024-25 – 089) Gulley/roadside ditches responsibility – the Clerk advised that information from NYC had been circulated that defined responsibilities for gullies and ditches. It was Resolved that no action was taken.
(2024-25 – 090) Ripon Thursday market – It was Resolved to minute that Azerley PC support the market and that individuals could sign the petition in respect of changes being sought by NYC.
(2024-25 – 091) Road sweeping – It was Resolved for the Clerk to enquire with Highways if road sweeping had stopped or had been curtailed.

Ongoing issues:

(2024-25 – 092) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – The Clerk advised that Highways were in the process of trying to identify the landowner of the wood adjacent to the blocked ditch. It was Resolved to monitor the situation.
(2024-25 – 093) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley – The Clerk reported that this matter had been placed on Highways waiting list of programmed work. It was Resolved to monitor progress.
(2024-25 – 094) Common land, changing Winksley common to village green – Cllr. Miller proposed that now the area had been formally designated a village green the Parish Council should obtain invoices for the maintenance normally completed by Richard Taylor. It was Resolved that Richard Taylor be requested to submit invoices for future works. The Chair on behalf of the PC expressed thanks to Cllr. Miller for the work and time she committed to pursuing this matter through to conclusion.
(2024-25 – 095) Commuted sums – Cllr. Miller reported that information regarding changes/amalgamation to common land spend sites had recently been received from NYC. It was Resolved to check and clarify the information for the next meeting.
(2024-25 – 096) Galphay flagpole – It was Resolved that the Clerk would request a quotation from Farm and Land for the work required.
(2024-25 – 097) Verge tree pruning Mickley – The Clerk advised that this issue had been reported via the portal to Highways. It was Resolved to expedite the matter.
