(2023-24 – 141) Also present were Martyn Miller (Clerk), John Pilkington and Jon Wright from Quickline Communications and one member of the public. NYC Cllr.Felicity Cunliffe-Lister (attended for the last 10 minutes).

(2023-24 – 143) No Declarations of Interest were received and no dispensations were required.
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2023-24 – 144) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 30th November 2023 are agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Vice Chair.

(2023-24 – 145) Presentation from Quickline John Pilkington, Senior Commercial Contracts Manager provided details of the Quickline rollout within the Parish. It was Resolved to distribute the slides and address information with the minutes.
 
(2023-24 – 146) Report from NYC A brief resumé of January’s report was presented by Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister, it was Resolved to distribute the report to Councillors and placed on the Council’s website. 

(2023-24 – 147) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided information on Broadband progress, Highways communications and financial issues on the agenda.


Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2023-24 – 148) Email from CAB – thanking the Parish Council for its donation for 2024. It was Resolved to note this.

(2023-24 – 149) Email from Alison Jaques re flooding at Eight Acres Lane – this contained an update on work to clear the blockage and a thankyou for the Parish Councils support. It was Resolved to note this.

(2023-24 – 150) Letter from NYC Highways re new charges for cutting visibility splays – It was Resolved to accept the new charges for the 2024 season.
Matters requested by Councillors:

(2023-24 – 151) Galphay Lane Flooding – Cllr. Weatherhead informed the meeting that the flooding in this area was likely to be caused by a gulley blockage. The Clerk advised that an order had been raised via the portal and it was Resolved to expedite this matter.

(2023-24 – 152) Dedicated Parish Council Email addresses – Cllr. Lawson reminded the meeting that it had been agreed that all Councillors would create a dedicated email address for PC related matters. It was Resolved that the three Councillors who had not done this would arrange to prior to the next meeting.

Ongoing issues:

(2023-24 – 153) Blocked drains causing street flooding in Mickley – no further progress had been made with this however Cllr. Harling requested for the drains and gulleys to be cleared on a regular basis. It was Resolved for the Clerk to raise with Highways.

(2023-24 – 154) Blocked drainage gulley Galphay – Cllr. Sanders advised that to his knowledge the gulley had not been cleared. It was Resolved for the Clerk to expedite this issue.

(2023-24 – 155) Streetlight not working Galphay – no information from Highways therefore it was Resolved for the Clerk to expedite this issue.

(2023-24 – 156) Dog fouling Azerley Lane – the Clerk reported that Keep Britain Tidy had sent examples of posters however the cost of these is very high. It was Resolved that Councillors could put up their own laminated posters and NYC bin stickers were awaited.

(2023-24 – 157) Storage solution for Azerley Councils paperwork – no further progress made on this item.

(2023-24 – 158) Common land – as Cllr. Miller was not in attendance an update will be presented at the next PC meeting.

(2023-24 – 159) Commuted sums - as Cllr. Miller was not in attendance an update will be presented at the next PC meeting.

(2023-24 – 160) Galphay flagpole – no progress had been made with this item due to health and safety concerns. Cllr. Sanders raised the issue of ownership, and it was Resolved that he would make further enquiries.
