(2025-26 – 011) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk, Cllr. Cunliffe Lister (NYC for items 5 & 6.1) and one member of the public.

(2025-26 – 013) Declarations of Interest were received from Cllr Weatherhead for item 10.1 planning application for Holly Tree Farm and would not take part in discussions on this item. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2025-26 – 014) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 27th March 2025, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.

Report from NYC:
(2025-26 – 015) Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-lister provided a verbal report of NYC issues and a written report would be circulated.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2025-26 – 016) HGV congestion in Galphay – Cllr. Cunliffe-lister advised that NYC had notified satnav companies of the issue and requested that they up date their systems.
(2025-26 – 017) Email from Planning Enforcement Officer – stating land & buildings, Galphay Lane would continue to be monitored. It was Resolved to advise Planning of any further suspected breaches.
(2025-26 – 018) North Yorkshire Boundary Commission Review – draft recommendations published. Following the changes and amendments made to the review it was Resolved not to make any further representations.


Matters requested by Councillors:
 (2025-26 – 019) Highway verge collapse on Carr Lane, Mickley – Cllr. Harling. It was Resolved that the Clerk would report this matter to NYC.
(2025-26 – 020) Speeding vehicles through Mickley village – following representations made by several villagers during the public participation session prior to the meeting the Council Resolved to fully support this request and make representations to NYC for advice on acquiring a 20 mph speed restriction for the village.

(2025-26 – 021) NNL-JAC – Cllr. Miller provided an update from the JAC meeting. 


Ongoing issues:
(2025-26 – 022) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – It was Resolved to make further representation to NYC and that Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister be copied in.
(2025-26 – 023) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley - It was Resolved to make further representation to NYC and that Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister be copied in.
(2025-26 – 024) Mickley drainage works - It was Resolved to make further representation to NYC and that Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister be copied in.
(2025-26 – 025) Commuted sums – The latest list of available funds had been distributed and it was Resolved to identify future projects.
(2025-26 – 026) Galphay flagpole – The Clerk advised that he had been unable to contact Farm & Land. It was Resolved that the Clerk would make further attempts to contact.
(2025-26 – 027) Road Sweeping Mickley – The Clerk had received a response from NYC stating there is no longer a scheduled programme for street cleaning however they have said that Mickley village will be completed as soon as possible. It was Resolved to monitor the situation.
(2025-26 – 028) Maintenance of village assets – quotations from handyman and tree surgeon. It was Resolved to accept the quotations for the bus shelter in Galphay and the notice board in Winksley. The tree surgeons quote would be circulated once received.
(2025-26 – 029) Finding Fitness – Ninja Trail – Cllr. Lawson advised that following initial enquiries, grant and lottery funding may be available for such facilities. There were questions around where such facilities might be located and the criteria for funding. It was Resolved that Cllr.Lawson would make further enquiries.
(2025-26 – 030) Stones on verge of Judy Bank Mickley – It was Resolved to report this matter to NYC Highways.
