(2025-26 – 040) Present were Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr. Brian Thackray and Cllr. Ian McCullen.
(2025-26 – 041) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk, Cllr. Cunliffe Lister (NYC for item 5.1) and one member of the public.

(2025-26 – 043) No Declarations of Interest were received. 

[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2025-26 – 044) It was Resolved that the minutes of the Annual Parish meeting, Azerley, Galphay, Mickley and Winksley village meetings and the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 29th May 2025, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Vice Chair.

Report from NYC:
(2025-26 – 045) Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-lister provided a verbal report of NYC issues highlighted in a written report circulated prior to the meeting.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2025-26 – 046) Email from Elkerlodge Services asking if we wish to retain them for the internal audit 2025/26 – It was Resolved to retain the services of Elkerlodge  Services for 2025/26 internal audit.

(2025-26 – 047) Email from resident living adjacent to Galphay village green concerned about the state of a large beech tree which they consider
Dangerous – to be discussed at item 8.7 tree survey.

(2025-26 – 048) Information from NALC & YLCA in regard “.gov.uk” domain and email addresses – The Parish Council and all Councillors already have dedicated email addresses only used for Council business and the change to .gov would incur costs it was Resolved not to change until .gov emails become mandatory.

(2025-26 – 049) Quickline broadband rollout Azerley Parish area – a presentation had been circulated. Cllr Cunliffe-Lister advised that Quicklines website provided information on individual properties and she would forward a link to the Clerk, this item was Noted.

Matters requested by Councillors:
No new agenda items requested.
  
Ongoing issues:

(2025-26 – 050) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – Via Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister’s report NYC will allocate budgets for this work in autumn 2025.

(2025-26 – 051) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley - Via Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister’s report NYC will allocate budgets for this work in autumn 2025.

(2025-26 – 052) Mickley drainage works – This being the longest outstanding issue, Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister will investigate with Highways where this matter is in the programme.
 
(2025-26 – 053) Commuted sums – Cllr. Harling identified the need for additional hedging at Mickley Church yard and it was Resolved that she would draw up a scheme to be submitted for funding.

(2025-26 – 054) Galphay flagpole – it was Resolved to take this matter off Farm & Land Services due to lack of progress. Cllr. Weatherhead would investigate if his sons may be willing to repair the flagpole.

(2025-26 – 055) Verge Tree Pruning Mickley – Cllr. Harling requested that NYC be contacted again as the Norway Maple is affecting phone lines and the stump from the dead tree requires removal. It was Resolved for the Clerk to contact NYC with these issues.

(2025-26 – 056) Maintenance of village assets – The Clerk reported that the handyman would be completing the bus shelter schedule of work in early September. A tree survey had been circulated and it was Resolved to obtain quotations for the work required so this could be prioritised depending on urgency. 

(2025-26 – 057) Finding Fitness – Ninja Trail – It was Resolved to defer to next meeting.

(2025-26 – 058) Stones on verge of Judy Bank Mickley – It was Resolved for the Clerk to expedite this matter with Highways.

(2025-26 – 059) NNL JAC – Cllr. Miller provided the following update: NNL Team are working on a Business Plan and Draft Management Plan, there is now an updated website together with Facebook and Instagram accounts. Access for All have produced a pack to help disabled people access the countryside.
(2025-26 – 060) Speed restrictions Mickley village – an update from NYC was shared which stated that this would be looked at as part of a programme to assess speed limits in all villages however those with schools would be a priority. This information was noted. Cllr Harling produced a petition from residents requesting that no street lighting be introduced in the village, it was Resolved that the Clerk would pass this on to NYC.
