[bookmark: _Hlk488680998][bookmark: _Hlk480608715]Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 
Thursday 29th September 2022 at 7.30pm

[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2022-23 – 044) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chairman), Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr. Brian Thackray, Cllr. Robert Weatherhead and Cllr. Bernard Sanders
(2022-23 – 045) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk, Cllr. Margaret Atkinson (NYCC/HBC) and 2 members of the public.
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2022-23 – 046) No Apologies were received. 
(2022-23 – 047) No Declarations of Interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2022-23 – 048) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on 28th July 2022 and 11th August 2022 (Co-option of Cllr. Saunders) having been circulated for consideration beforehand, after amendments to 28th July minutes were agreed they were considered to be true and correct records and were therefore signed by the Chairman.
(2022-23 – 049) Cllr. Atkinson addressed the meeting providing an update on the new Council for North Yorkshire: 
· Harrogate and Scarborough currently debating whether to form town councils
· Harrogate Borough Council are currently suffering from staff shortages due to the uncertainty with positions
· Work is currently underway on several leisure centre projects at Ripon, Knaresborough and Harrogate
· NYCC has formed a number of committees to specifically look at key areas such as council tax and planning
· A general consultation is taking place around mid October
· Superfast broadband is to be further rolled out with the hope of getting 98% connected by 2024
Cllr. Atkinson left the meeting.
(2022-23 – 050) The Clerk had sent out report with the minutes and provided an update on IT equipment advising that the invoice from APG had come in lower than quoted at £773. In respect of IT reimbursement, he informed the meeting that the payments from Grantley and Bishop Monkton PC’s had now been received totalling £553.
(2022-23 – 051) PKF Littlejohn – the clerk advised that he had received the final closure documents for completion of the limited assurance review for the year ending 31st March 2021. Following discussion, it was still unclear if there remained any outstanding matters for year 2019-20 and the clerk advised that he had emailed PKF Littlejohn to specifically ask that question.
Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2022-3 – 052) SAAA scheme of procurement for external audit – it was resolved that the Council will continue to be part of the scheme for the next 5 years.
(2022-23 – 053) Appointment of internal auditor for 2022-23 – It was resolved that the Council would procure Elker Lodge Bookkeeping at the same cost as the previous year of £140.00.
(2022-23 – 054) Defibrillator recall – it was resolved that the clerk would email specific councillors to enquire who is the responsible person for each defibrillator within their area to allow a response to the request to be made and to identify if the equipment belongs to the Council or the local community group.
(2022-23 – 055) CAB request for donations – it was resolved that the Council will make a donation this year in line with previous years. An amount of £100 had been budgeted for 2022-23.
(2022-23 – 056) Spring bulbs – Cllr. Harling advised that she had received the allocation of bulbs for this year and it was resolved to split the allocation between Grantley, Mickley and Winksley. 
(2022-23 – 057) Storage Solution for Council Records – The Clerk was requested to contact NYCC to enquire if they had any available facility.
Ongoing issues:
(2022-23 – 058) Commuted sums – the Council requested the clerk to: 
1. seek a response from Harrogate Borough Council in regard to the quotations for benches previously submitted to HBC on 28th July 2022.
2. send an email to Galphay Village Institute confirming that this funding is not available to cover sports equipment.
(2022-23 – 059) Management of common land – the Council will obtain details of all common land to take stock of land assets which come within Azerley’s boundary.

Sanders would arrange invoices from Galphay Village Institute and Cllr. Topham would contact the church to enquire if payment is required for the room at Winksley.
