[bookmark: _Hlk488680998][bookmark: _Hlk480608715]Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 
Thursday 24th November 2022 at 7.30pm

[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2022-23 – 069) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chairman), Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr. Brian Thackray, Cllr. Robert Weatherhead and Cllr. Bernard Sanders
(2022-23 – 070) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and 1 member of the public.
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2022-23 – 071) No apologies were received. 
(2022-23 – 072) No declarations of interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
(2022-23 – 073) Following the recent sudden death of NYCC Chair, Councillor Margaret Atkinson, on behalf of the Council the Chair expressed condolences and sympathy to the family together with appreciation of all the work and help Councillor Atkinson had provided to residents and the Council. It was resolved to send a card to the family and the Council approved a donation to two of Councillor Atkinsons favoured charities. Yorkshire Air Ambulance and Yorkshire Cancer Research, a donation of £25 will be made to each.

[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2022-23 – 074) It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 29th September 2022, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chairman.

(2022-23 – 075) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided an update on the following issues: Problem and delays with Santander internet banking, unsigned invoices from earlier in the year, LGA pay award, operational issues and website updates.
(2022-23 – 076) PKF Littlejohn – It was resolved that the clerk had received confirmation from PKF Littlejohn that there are no further outstanding issues from 2019/2020.
Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2022-3 – 077) Invitation to Town and Parish Councils for expressions of interest in managing services on behalf of the new North Yorkshire Council – it was resolved that the Council will not be expressing an interest at this stage.
Matters requested by Councillors:
(2022-23 – 078) Schedule of meeting dates for the remainder of 2022/23 and for 2023/24 - it was resolved to accept the schedule of meetings circulated with the agenda.
(2022-23 – 079) Corporate email addresses (i.e. .gov) – it was resolved that the clerk would put the Council forward for consideration on proposed pilot schemes as and when the Cabinet Office provided details. 
(2022-23 – 080) Parking on Galphay village green – it was resolved that this matter had resolved itself.  
(2022-23 – 081) Blocked drains causing street flooding in Mickley – It was resolved the Clerk would contact NYCC Highways Department to enquire on progress.
(2022-23 – 082) Speed restriction signs on the approaches to Winksley village – it was resolved that the Clerk would contact NYCC Highways Department to request signage be installed to all 3 approaches. 
Ongoing issues:
(2022-23 – 083) Commuted sums – The Clerk informed the Council that it had been agreed by HBC to provide £827.10 towards the purchase of picnic benches. It was resolved that benches would be purchased from Grantley Saw Mill and sited at agreed locations.
The Clerk also reported that that HBC had now agreed for Galphay Village Institute to purchase sport equipment from commuted sums as they had not appreciated that the tennis club was part of the GVI. This matter is now resolved.
(2022-23 – 084) Litter bins update – It was resolved that litter bins had now been installed at the agreed locations. It was resolved that the Clerk would enquire if the green bin on Azerley Lane would be fitted with screens to improve its appearance.

(2022-23 – 085) Potholes in Mickley – It was resolved that temporary work had been completed pending a wider programme of work to be completed next year.

(2022-23 – 086) Management of Common Land – It was resolved that Councillor Miller would search her records for any plans of common land within the Parish.

(2022-23 – 087) Ditches in Galphay and Mickley – It was resolved that Councillors provide details of exact locations and issues to the Clerk prior to the next meeting, enabling amalgamation for one request to NYCC Highways Department. In the interim the Clerk will make a general enquiry to NYCC Highways requesting information on schedules for ditch clearing in each village/area.

(2022-23 – 088) Tree Survey – It was resolved that Councillor Lawson would search her records for any previous surveys to provide details of who carried them out.

(2022-23 – 089) Back Lane, Galphay – a response from NYCC Highways Department confirmed that the signage requested did not meet the guidelines of the current regulations and it was resolved that the signage would not be provided. Councillor Sanders agreed to advise Galphay residents who had raised the matter.

(2022-23 – 090) Defibrillator recall – it was resolved that the Clerk would resend the email request for information to Councillors Lawson and Sanders and once the information is received the centralised log can be updated.

(2022-23 – 091) Storage solution for Azerley Councils historic paperwork – It was resolved that the Clerk will make enquiries with Galphay Village Institute to see if they can provide a space for a cabinet/cupboard.
