[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2023-24 – 105) Present were Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr. Brian Thackray and Cllr. Patricia Harding.
(2023-24 – 106) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk.
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2023-24 – 107) There were Apologies from Cllr. Neal Topham, Cllr Jan Lawson and NYC Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-Lister. 
Cllr. Bernard Sanders was absent.
(2023-24 – 108) No Declarations of Interest were received and no dispensations were required.
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2023-24 – 109) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 28th September 2023 are agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Vice Chair.
 
(2023-24 – 110) Report from NYC A written report had been forwarded by Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister which had been distributed to Councillors. This included the following areas: Transport update, community partnership, local plan, rural broadband, NYC meeting & decisions, destination plan, highways & roads, planning, locality budget, youth councils, household support fund, NHS dentist, commuted sums & CIL, NYC local plan portal, primary school places, NYC budget, community climate action, household waste centres, local nature recovery strategy, new grant scheme for small/micro businesses.
A number of topics were discussed by Councillors and it was Resolved for the Clerk to send a number questions & queries to Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister. 

(2023-24 – 111) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided information on financial matters on the agenda, some good news budget items, the ongoing difficulties obtaining information from Highways and a reminder for Councillors in respect of setting up a bespoke email address as minuted in July’s meeting.


Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2023-24 – 112) Emails from Alison Jaques, including photos & video, showing flooding at a bridge on Eight Acres Lane/Kex Beck – This issue has been taken up by Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister and it was Resolved that the Parish Council will also report the matter via the Highways portal.


(2023-24 – 113) Email from Wendy Henry re dog fouling on Azerley Lane, Galphay adjacent to the recently installed waste bin – the Clerk informed the meeting that he had passed the issue onto NYC who are to provide additional signs for the waste bins. It was Resolved for the Clerk to investigate if the Parish Council could put up any sort of official signs that may deter irresponsible dog owners.

(2023-24 – 114) Email from CAB requesting donations – It was Resolved that a £100 donation would be given as per the 2023/4 budget.

(2023-24 – 115) Email from KPF Littlejohn advising of no charges for this year – It was Resolved to note this item of good news.

Matters requested by Councillors:
(2023-24 – 116) Drainage ditches at Mickley – Cllr. Harling requested that the annual clean out of ditches to the east section of the village be completed. It was Resolved for the Clerk to request this via the Highways portal.
(2023-24 – 117) Number of signatures for Lloyds share account – This issue was discussed and the consensus is that it takes up too much time to administer the account. It was Resolved for the Clerk to enquire if it is possible to close the account prior to arranging additional signatories. 
(2023-24 – 118) AONB JAC meeting update – Cllr. Miller advised that the AONB had been rebranded and given a new name of ‘Nidderdale National Landscape’.
    
Ongoing issues:
(2023-24 – 119) Blocked drains causing street flooding in Mickley – the Clerk reported that following investigative work a scheme would be devised to resolve the problems and put onto a priority list for completion. Councillors expressed concern that this issue, initially reported in April 23, had only reached this stage with still not definitive outcome. It was Resolved to monitor the situation.                   
(2023-24 – 120) Blocked drainage gulley Galphay – order no: 101010047625 – the Clerk reported that this item is showing as completed on the portal. It was Resolved to retain as an agenda item until this could be confirmed.
(2023-24 – 121) Streetlight not working Galphay – order no:101010047566 – the Clerk advised this matter is Resolved as the light has now been repaired.             
(2023-24 – 122) Streetlight not working Galphay – order no: 101010178028 – the Clerk advised that no further information had been provided from Highways. It was Resolved to retain this item on the agenda until confirmation is obtained that the light has been repaired.
(2023-24 – 123) Storage solution for Azerley Councils paperwork – no further progress made on this item.                                                                                      
    
(2023-24 – 124) Common land, changing Winksley common to village green – Cllr. Miller informed the meeting that the Clerk had submitted the necessary application to NYC, it was Resolved to await the outcome.
(2023-24 – 125) Commuted sums - Cllr. Miller advised that progress had been made with several amendments being put forward to NYC and available sums conveyed to key stakeholders. It was Resolved to await further response from NYC until the amendments had been completed.
(2023-24 – 126) Galphay flagpole – Cllr. Weatherhead advised that weather conditions had not been suitable to complete the work. It was Resolved to retain this item until the work could be completed.
(2023-24 – 127) Galphay Pinfold – the Clerk advised that Farm & Land Services had completed the cut back work to a good standard. It was Resolved to obtain quotations for two/three cuts per year to keep the Pinfold tidy together with the cost of replacing the broken gatepost.
