(2024-25 – 011) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk.
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2024-25 – 012) Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr. Neal Topham and Cllr. Jan Lawson. Cllr. Bernard Sanders was absent.  
(2024-25 – 013) No Declarations of Interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2024-25 – 014) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 28th March 2024, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2024-25 – 015) Galphay Lane road closure – information distributed by Freedom Group and NYC is now accurate and includes diversion alternative routes. It was Resolved to note this information.

(2024-25 – 016) Log in instructions for new YLCA website – it was Resolved to note this information.

(2024-25 – 017) Safety of lithium batteries – a Parliamentary request had been received asking for Councils to support prospective legislation. It was Resolved for the Clerk to send an email in response supporting this issue.

(2024-25 – 018) Long Course weekend – information was provided on the feed station proposal for Galphay village green. It was Resolved to give permission for the green to be used with the proviso that consultation would take place with residents, especially for those in properties adjacent to the green around access arrangements. It was also Resolved that the GVI should be contacted by the organisers and invited to arrange assistance on the day of the event.

Matters requested by Councillors:

(2024-25 – 019) Possible planning breach at timber yard at Cote Hill – It was Resolved to report to Planning Enforcement that the requirement to plant tree screening in the first available season had not taken place.

(2024-25 – 020) Nidderdale National Landscape – Cllr. Miller informed the meeting that the name change from AONB to NNL had now taken place and that the development of a 5 year plan had started to be ready for 2025. It was Resolved to note this information.
Ongoing issues:

(2024-25 – 021) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – The Clerk advised that no action had been taken, it was Resolved to expedite the matter with NYC Highways.

(2024-25 – 022) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley – no information was available on this matter and it was Resolved to ask NYC Highways on any action taken.

(2024-25 – 023) Common land – Cllr. Miller reported that no further information was available for the application to change the Winksley common to village green status. It was Resolved to keep monitoring the application.

(2024-25 – 024) Commuted sums – Cllr. Miller reported that the GVI project for kitchen equipment had been successful and a further project for sports facilities was being worked up. Cllr. Harling advised that quotes were awaited for the church yard lighting project. It was Resolved to submit the outstanding projects once quotes were received.

(2024-25 – 025) Galphay flagpole – in the absence of Cllr. Sanders this item was deferred to the next meeting.

(2024-25 – 026) CIL payment £580.85 – Cllr. Harling shared a quotation and scheme details for a new footbridge and it was Resolved to submit this project for consideration once all quotes had been received.
