(2022-23 – 105) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk, and 1 member of the public.

(2022-23 – 107) No Declarations of Interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2022-23 – 108) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 24th November 2022, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chairman.

(2022-23 – 109) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided an update on the following issues: operational issues, website and key priorities for year end.
Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2022-23 – 110) Notification of external auditor appointment for the 2022 financial year for the 5 year period until 2026-27. It was resolved that PKF Littlejohn LLP had been appointed for Azerley Parish Council.
(2022-23 – 111) Parish Council nomination to Nidderdale Area of Outstanding Beauty Joint Advisory Committee. It was resolved that Councillor Miller would be nominated and the Clerk would arrange submission of the nomination by the deadline of 30thJanuary 2023.
Matters requested by Councillors:
(2022-23 – 112) Roadside ditches – the information provided by NYCC Highways in respect of ditch maintenance responsibilities was noted and it was resolved that the Clerk would pass on to Highways any road safety issues and Councillors were requested to provide exact locations and details.  

Ongoing issues:
(2022-23 – 113) Blocked drains causing flooding in Mickley – The Clerk provided information from Highways stating contractors had been issued with the work which is expected to be completed by the end of February 2023. It was resolved that Councillor Harling would advise on progress.
(2022-23 – 114) Speed restriction signs on approaches to Winksley – The Clerk provided information from Highways that an engineer would assess the site and a further update would be provided by mid February. It was resolved that the Clerk would advise of any further communication.
(2022-23 – 115) Commuted sums – It was resolved that all the picnic benches had been purchased and installed on the designated sites. The Clerk also confirmed that Harrogate Borough Council (HBC) had reimbursed the full cost from the commuted sums budget.
(2022-23 – 116) Litter bin Azerley Lane – The Clerk informed the meeting that HBC will not provide screening for this type of bin and it was resolved that no further action is required on this item.
(2022-23 – 117) Management of common land – Councillor Miller having contacted the NYCC provided an update. It was resolved that further investigations of the documents provided is required and progress will be reported at the next meeting.
(2022-23 – 118) Tree survey – It was resolved that the Clerk would obtain quotations from arborists for a survey. It was also resolved that the draft Tree Inspection Policy would be discussed at the next meeting. In the interim it was resolved that Councillor Weatherhead would be the designated Parish Councillor for tree inspections.
(2022-23 – 119) Storage solution – Councillor Lawson informed the meeting that the previous clerk had not responded to her email. It was resolved that the Clerk would make further attempts to contact in order to obtain the historic records.
(2022-23 – 120) Defibrillators – It was resolved the Council agreed to authorise the Clerk to order new battery and pads for the defibrillator at Mickley and for budget provision to be reassessed in line with inflationary increases for these items.
