[bookmark: _Hlk488680847](2022-23 – 014) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chairman), Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller and Cllr. Brian Thackray.
(2022-23 – 015) Also present were David Taylor, Clerk and 2 members of the public, including Bernard Sanders.
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2022-23 – 016) Apologies were received from Cllr Margaret Atkinson. 
(2022-23 – 017) No Declarations of Interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2022-23 – 018) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on 27th January 2022, 26th May 2022 (AMPC & Post Election) and 26th May 2022 (Ordinary Meeting) having been circulated for consideration beforehand, after alteration by the Chairmans hand, were considered to be true and correct records and were therefore signed by the Chairman accordingly
[bookmark: _Hlk489361294](2022-23 – 019) The Clerk gave and the following update about progress of resolutions from the Ordinary Meeting held on 26th May 2022:-
1. Commuted sums and the Benches – a claim has been submitted together with 3 quotations and the outcome is awaited.
2. VAT Claim 2021/22 has not done yet. There is a three-year window to do this. 
3. The ditches to be cleared in Mickley and Galphay are still to organise.
4. The carrying out of a tree survey etc is still to do.
5. It was Resolved that the Clerk shall organise a meeting on 11th August 2022 in order to Co-Opt Bernard Sanders on the Parish Council.
(2022-23 – 020) Cllr Atkinson was not present at the meeting. In her absence the Clerk reported some matters that she had made at a meeting he attended the previous week He also agreed to include the report in these minutes. This is the report, therefore from Harrogate Borough Council and North Yorkshire County Council:-
a.  HBC are having a difficult time with staffing levels just now. Staff are leaving due to the closing of offices when the Unitary Authority is formed. The planning department are particularly affected. It is not business as usual.
b. A committee has been formed at NYCC in order to manage and oversee the unitary authority coming into being.
c. There will have to be a unification of the rubbish collection across the new unitary authority.
d. 400 care workers are being recruited across the county. The costs of social care makes up half of the County Council’s annual budget.
e. The Harrogate Station Gateway project is still in dispute. Businesses are not in favour of it and there is opposition from the general public, especially those from rural villages.
f. NYCC have advertised for a CEO for the new Unitary Authority. Interviews are scheduled for August with an appointment follo\wm \ ing thereafter.
g. Central Government has imposed a spending cap on Harrogate Borough Council at £250k prior to the unitary authority coming into being.
h. The staff shortages at NYCC are due in part to existing staff leaving and going to the new Darlington Economic Campus - as the recruitment drive hits a major milestone with over 110 Treasury members of staff in post.
(2022-23 – 021) The Clerk reported that 
a. With regard to the 2021 – 2022 Audit all was completed and acknowledged by PKF Littlejohn.
b. With regard to the 2019 – 2020 audit the Parish Council is now awaiting the final report and concluding invoice together with final completion for 2020 - 2021. 
c. The Clerk reported that he had heard from Police Sergeant Hannah Davies at Ripon Police Station who says that they can no longer issue such reports, mainly on the grounds of data protection.
[bookmark: _Hlk104119859](2022-23 – 022) Arrangements for the replacement of the Clerk to the Parish Council, Mr David Taylor who resigned his position on 16th July 2022 were considered.
a. The Clerk will circulate a paper explaining the situation concerning the IT equipment settlement.
b. The Clerk made it clear that he wished for there to be a smooth transition between he and the new Clerk and reiterated that he gave one months’ notice of his resignation.
c. It was heard that Mr Martyn Miller would be appointed as the new Clerk. The position need not be advertised.
d. Martyn will make contact with the Clerk to make arrangements.
