2024-25 – 143) Present were Cllr. Neal Topham (Chair), Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Patricia Harling, Cllr. Sheila Miller, Cllr Jan Lawson and Cllr. Brian Thackray. 
(2024-25 – 144) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.
(2024-25 – 145) No Apologies were received. 
(2024-25 – 146) No Declarations of Interest were received and so no dispensations were required. 
(2024-25 – 147) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meetings held on 28th November 2024 and 5th December 2024, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Vice Chair.
(2024-25 – 148) Councillor vacancy – following written submissions previously circulated and attendance for questions and answers prior to this evenings meeting, it was Resolved to co-opt Mr. Ian McMullen to the Galphay vacancy.

Report from NYC:
(2024-25 – 149) It was noted that no NYC report had been forwarded from Cllr. Felicity Cunliffe-lister.

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2024-25 – 150) Email from Galphay resident re severe snow and ice at junction of West Lane/Tripping Lane and request for a salt bin – It was Resolved that the Clerk would enquire with Highways how much this would cost.
(2024-25 – 151) Boundary Commission Survey – it was noted that a response was submitted within the deadline of 9th December 2024.


Matters requested by Councillors:
(2024-25 – 152) Connectivity into village hall at Mickley – The Clerk reported that no response had been forthcoming to an enquiry to Quickline. It was Resolved that this matter should remain as an agenda item whilst the matter is raised with NYC Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister.
(2024-25 – 153) Himalayan Balsam – it was Resolved to keep this as an agenda item and report to the Yorkshire Dales Rivers Trust or NYC once visible again in spring/summer. 
(2024-25 – 154) Response from Highways during the black ice/deadly ice through Mickley Village – Following Cllr. Harling’s poor response to this enquiry it was Resolved for the Clerk to draft an appropriate letter to Highways requesting an explanation and what NYC policy is for treating notorious roads in such weather conditions.
(2024-25 – 155) No notification by Yorkshire Water to close road into Mickley Village – This was noted as it was likely that the issue was an urgent matter where no notification is required.

Ongoing issues:
(2024-25 – 156) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – It was Resolved to await the outcome of a further inspection by Highways.
(2024-25 – 157) Fountains Gate flooding at Winksley – This matter is on Highways programmed work, it was Resolved to monitor.
(2024-25 – 158) Mickley drainage works - This matter is on Highways programmed work, it was Resolved to monitor.
(2024-25 – 159) Commuted sums – Cllr. Miller advised that the information in respect of site ID numbers had been rectified. The latest commuted sums list from November 2024 had been circulated. It was Resolved to discuss spending at the next meeting.
(2024-25 – 160) Galphay flagpole – Cllr. Weatherhead advised he had contacted Farm & Land and he thought the work may be expensive. It was Resolved for the Clerk to request a quotation from Farm & Land.
