 Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of the Parish Council held on 
Thursday 28th March 2024 at 7.30pm
Galphay Village Institute transferred to Winksley Church Room.
(2023-24 – 173) Present Cllr. Jan Lawson, Cllr. Brian Thackray, Cllr. Patricia Harding and Cllr. Sheila Miller.
(2023-24 – 174) Also present were Martyn Miller (Clerk) and one member of the public. 
[bookmark: _Hlk489346265](2023-24 – 175) There were Apologies from Cllr. Neal Topham and Cllr. Robert Weatherhead. Absent Cllr. Bernard Sanders.
(2023-24 – 176) As no key holder arrived, after waiting 15 minutes for any member of the public to attend it was decided to convene the meeting at Winksley Church Room which was accessible. 
(2023-24 – 177) As apologies had been received from the Chair and Vice Chair, Cllr. Miller nominated Cllr. Lawson as Chair for this meeting and all agreed.
(2023-24 – 178) Declarations of Interest were received from Cllr. Thackray in respect of items 10.1 and 10.2 and no dispensations were required.
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2023-24 – 179) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 25th January 2024 are agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Acting Chair.

(2023-24 – 180) Report from NYC This item could not proceed as no report had been forwarded. 

(2023-24 – 181) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided information on Highways communications and financial issues on the agenda.


Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2023-24 – 182) Email from the organisers of the Long Course Weekend – It was Resolved that a visit from the organisers of this event was not required, however it was felt more information would be helpful on the routes and road closures etc., the Clerk would request that information from the organisers. 

(2023-24 – 183) Email from NYC re-siting of Galphay litter bin – This explained that for health and safety reasons the bin had to be re-sited on level ground and it was now positioned on the other side of the green near the roadside for easy access. It was Resolved to note this. 

(2023-24 – 184) Email via website from Mrs McMullen re flooded road by Winksley Church – The Clerk advised that this matter had been reported to highways and it was Resolved to expedite the matter.

(2023-24 – 185) Email and letter from Julian Smith M.P. – It was Resolved to note the content.

Matters requested by Councillors:

(2023-24 – 186) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – The Clerk advised that this matter had been reported to Highways, it was Resolved to monitor for action taken.

Ongoing issues:

(2023-24 – 187) Blocked drainage gulley Galphay – The Clerk informed the meeting that Highways had completed this work on 1st March 2024. It was Resolved that no further action is required.

(2023-24 – 188) Streetlight not working Galphay – information from Highways suggested a new lamp fitting had been requested. It was Resolved that a Galphay Councillor should check this at night to see if completed.
(2023-24 – 189) Storage solution for Azerley Councils paperwork – It was Resolved this matter is no longer an issue.
(2023-24 – 190) Common land, changing Winksley common to village green – Cllr. Miller informed the meeting that an application form to make the change had been submitted and North Yorkshire Council had consulted residents. It was Resolved to await the outcome from North Yorkshire Council.
(2023-24 – 191) Commuted sums – Cllr. Miller advised she and the Clerk had attended a meeting of Galphay Village Institute to advise on what spends were available to them and provided information on the type of projects that would likely receive funding. Cllr. Harling advised that Mickley Church were in the process of obtaining quotes for footpath lighting. It was also reported that North Yorkshire Council had agreed to make changes requested to combine each village verges into one spend site, for Winksley Church Room to become a spend site and Winksley Pinfold was on hold pending the outcome of the village green application. It was Resolved to note this information.

(2023-24 – 192) Galphay flagpole – as Cllr Sanders was not in attendance it was Resolved to defer this matter to the May meeting. 
(2023-24 – 193) Galphay Pinfold – the Clerk advised that Farm and Land Services had completed the work on the gate post and the gates are now in working order. It was Resolved that Councillors were pleased with the work and cost.
(2023-24 – 194) Dedicated Parish Council email addresses – the Clerk advised that one Councillor still had to set up a dedicated email address. It was Resolved for the Clerk to speak with the Councillor.
(2023-24 – 195) CIL payment £580.85 – Cllr. Harling advised that the consensus of the village was to spend the money as a contribution towards the cost of a new footbridge and quotations were being obtained. It was Resolved to consider this request at the next meeting.
