(2023-24 – 013) No Declarations of Interest were received and so dispensations were required. 
[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2023-24 – 014) It was Resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 30th March 2023, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.
 
(2023-24 – 015) Report from NYC A verbal report was presented by Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister covering Transport - bus routes at risk, rural broadband (still no clear solutions to remaining properties), volunteers week 01.06.23, community bus, destination development plan. It was Resolved to accept the report and for Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister to organise a public meeting with Robert Ling of NYC on the Broadband issue.

(2023-24 – 016) The Clerk had sent out a report with the agenda which provided an update on matters relating to the completion of the internal audit for 2022-23, additional hours used and proposal for remaining hours and a further update on broadband. It was Resolved for the remaining additional hours to be used across a number of ongoing projects including sorting through historic records.

(2023-24 – 017) Email from Potto PC re PFK Littlejohn charges – It was Resolved that this item be noted.

(2023-24 – 018) Email from Planning Officer, Emma Howson – It was Resolved that the Planning Officer’s apology for not informing the Council of a planning decision be accepted.

Matters requested by Councillors:
 
(2023-24 – 019) Public awareness of Countryside Code – it was Resolved that it would be beneficial to promote the Countryside code within the Parish and Cllr Topham will investigate relevant notices/leaflets suitable to distribute and advise Cllr Miller.

 
(2023-24 – 020) JAC AONB update and information – Cllr. Miller gave a brief update following attending her first meeting, it was Resolved to accept the information.

(2023-24 – 021) Alleged occupation of land on Misses Lane – Cllr. Topham had been approached by a resident concerned that the property may be being used for occupation. It was Resolved that the Clerk would advise the Planning Authority of the complaint.

Ongoing issues:

(2023-24 – 022) Blocked drains in Mickley – Cllr. Harling advised that no further works had been completed, the Clerk advised that this matter had been expedited with Highways. It was Resolved that the Clerk would make further representation to Highways.

It was Resolved for the Clerk to instruct Aborlutions to complete the survey once it was confirmed that the cost included all trees on the green and they had suitable public liability insurance.
